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1. Lay the pattern piece onto the fabric and
cut two out.

3. This image illustrates how the make-up bag
should look at this stage once the zip is sewn in.

4. Fold the bag in half with the right side of the fabric |
facing inwards. Pin the 3 longer edges, thats the two |

slanted edges and the one opposite the zip. Make sure the
tape of the zip is folded on the outside towards the wrong-
side of the fabric, as shown. Straight stitch along the

2. Pin one half of the zip to the
longest edge of each of the pieces
you cut out, making sure the zip is
facing downwards, towards the right
side of the fabric. Make sure to align
the edge of the zip tape with the
edge of the fabric. Sew each half on
using a zipper foot. You may need to
manoeuvre the zip pull along the
teeth,to be able to sew along each
edge of the zip better. Use stitch 12
to finish off the seam allowances,
capturing the fabric and zip tape
together.
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pinned edges with a 1.5 cm seam allowance. |
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5.Trim down the seam allowance by about half and zig-zag
along the edges of the seams just sewn using stitch
number 12.

6. Take the shorter edges from
each side and pin together,
matching up the two seams
just sewn, as though they
were notches. Sew along these
two lines, creating the 3D
shape of the bag, and zig zag
along the edge to finish it off.

7. Turn the bag to the right-
side, by undoing the zip and
turning it through this hole.
Your makeup bag is now
finished.
